Two women cross paths at a train station after years apart. In an
unexpected encounter amid the sound of the tracks and the silence
between them, they have only 10 seconds and a single word to say to
one another before the doors close and the crowd carries them away
once again.

Within a 55-minute experience on the boundary between theater and
dance, this unexpected meeting reveals, through female
protagonism and motherhood, the moment when time stands still:
the essence of an entire life distilled into a single connection.

Before they can truly see each other, with every passing second, the
audience begins to wonder:
What is their true relationship? Friendship? Mother and daughter? The
same person?
The final answer is not on the stage. It is in every breath, in you.

ABOUT THE PRODUCTION:

Beyond “The Stronger” is an adaptation of the acclaimed play The Stronger by
August Strindberg. Through a contemporary lens, the story takes place in New York
at the iconic Barbizon Hotel in 1960 — on Christmas Eve and during President
Kennedy’s arrival in the city.
The production reverses the traditional structure of protagonism: a narrative that
originally revolves around one character’s husband is reinterpreted here through
the perspective of two women, who become the central threads guiding the story.
Who would be “the stronger one” in real life? Perhaps the First Lady. Perhaps one of
Kennedy’s lovers.
The story does not reveal the answer, and it is precisely within that silence that the
production discovers its many layers.

The work explores the attempt to reconnect with
life after a tragic event, using minimal verbal language and a strongly
physical approach to stage construction.
The production was a semifinalist in the 7th Competitive Showcase of
the Rio de Janeiro University Theatre Festival — FESTU, ultimately
placing 10th among more than 300 submitted productions, further
establishing Viviane Falkembach as a new play developer
